" sinfulness and the de-
served punishment they were undergoing, God’s mercy was
lavished on the people in the form of a miraculous act of lib-
eration.

The Letter to the Ephesians, in much more theological
terms, gives a similar account of a God “who brought us to
life with Christ—by grace you have been saved.” The au-
thor stresses that it was when we were “dead in our trans-
gressions” that God saved us, an act of pure grace. He em-
phasizes that it is not our own efforts that freed us from sin
(“this is not from you™); rather, “it is the gift of God.” This,
of course, is the heart of the entire Pauline corpus, that sal-
vation comes to us by faith in God’s mercy, revealed in the
death of Jesus.

We will make
arrangements to meet you, masked, at the door to assist
you. We will be unable to invite you inside. Please do
not put contributions through the mail slot if no one an-
swers the door; the security is not reliable.

ABSTINENCE

The following information comes
from the website of the U.S.
Council of Catholic Bishops. Ash
Wed. and Good Friday are obliga-
tory days of fasting and abstinence for Catholics. In addition,
Fridays during Lent are days of abstinence.

NOMEAT  FISH IS OK

For members of the Catholic Church, the norms on fasting are
obligatory from age 18 until age 59. When fasting, a person is
permitted to eat one full meal, as well as two smaller meals that
are not equal to a full meal. The norms concerning abstinence
from meat are binding upon Catholics from age 14 onwards.

HELP JESUS IN DISGUISE: CATHOLIC RELIEF SERVICES
The annual Catholic Relief Services collection is March 26-27.
Some of the things this collection provides include aid for vic-
tims of natural disasters around the world, trauma counseling
and education for children in refugee camps, and pastoral care
and legal assistance to refugees and immigrants.
