 Venerable Eusebio Francisco Kino is in the process of 

being canonized as a saint by the Catholic Church.  He was a mis-

sionary of the Jesuit order who traveled over 50,000 miles on 

horseback throughout the Sonoran desert area (in what are now 

the states of Arizona and New Mexico in the U.S.A. and Sonora in 

Mexico), founding 21 missions as he evangelized the native peo-

ples in the 17th century.  As he saved souls, he also sought to 

protect his flock from  mistreatment by the Spanish government 

and exploitation by wealthy landowners.
