Communion, and/or Confirmation.  If you wish to become a 

Catholic, or to receive any Sacraments that you have not yet 

received, or to be baptized into the Catholic Church as an adult, 

contact Deacon Charles Gallegos of this parish.  Classes will 

begin in late August and will continue each Thursday evening 

until Easter, when our Bishop Weisenburger will confer the Sac-

raments on all catechumens and candidates.  All classes are for 

adults 18 years of age or older, and will be in English.  You may 

contact Deacon Charlie at  eldiacono64@gmail.com.
